Our General Meetings continued
the following week, on January
237, Joe Boes, from the Indiana
College of Optometry, talked to
members about what the
Indiana College of Optometry
has to offer.

Indiana University is located in

Bloomington, Indiana about three and a half hours
west of Columbus. The IU College of Optometry
offers OD, BS, AS, MS, PhD and combined OD/MS
and OD/PhD degree programs. Each class is made
up of 75 students (371 people applied in 2006). A
little over half of the class are non-residents and
about 2/3 are women. The mean OAT scores for
the new class are: Biology 318, Physics 320,
General Chemistry 327, Organic Chemistry 327,
Total Science 325, Reading 350, Quantitative 350,
Average 324. The mean GPA was 3.46. Applicants
are evaluated on their GPA, OAT score,
recommendation letters, extracurricular activities,
work experience, awards, a personal statement,
and an interview. Financial aid is available and out
state applicants do not receive residency after their
first vear. Applications are due February 15t
